Requirements: 

- English language fluency. 
- Willingness to seek part-time on-campus employment to provide for personal needs. 
- Willingness to engage in regular communication with program coordinators. 

 
Selection Criteria: 

- Demonstrates academic proficiency. 
- Demonstrates leadership experience. 
- Enthusiasm for experiencing the American free-market economy and culture. 

 
We ask that you post the enclosed scholarship posters in key locations at your university and in 
your study abroad office. The application deadline is 12:00 AM Central Standard Time, March 1, 
2017. Interested students are asked to submit their questions and applications by email to 
globalstrategies@unl.edu.
